	Communicative learning objectives (L,R,S,W?): 

All: to recognise key holiday vocab to understand the type of holiday people go on and the activities they like doing (L, R)
Most: to ask and answer questions about holidays (focus on where you want to go on holiday, who with, and what activities you like doing) (S, W)
Some: to be able to understand people’s opinion on holidays (L, R) and give their personal opinion to explain why they like particular holidays/activities (S, W)
Language learning objectives 

Main items/structures for learning/consolidation: 

¿Dónde quieres ir de vacaciones? Quiero ir a…
¿Con quién quieres ir? Quiero ir con…

(mis padres, mi familia, mis amigos, solo/a)
Countries (e.g. Inglaterra, Francia, Espana, Italia, etc)

Me gusta… esquiar, tomar el sol, descansar, ir a la playa, nadar en el mar, ir a la discoteca, bailar, sacar fotos, montar en bicicleta, hacer surf, visitar monumentos, leer

	Starter Activity                                                                                                           Time: 1.10
Aim: to revise countries vocab and say where you want to go on holiday
Language focus: names of countries – e.g. Espana, Francia, Inglaterra, Italia, la India, etc; Donde quieres ir de vacaciones?
Description of activity (including key TL phrases for teacher and pupil use): 
Organiza estos países según tus preferencias. Model – quiero ir a…. 
Students write down the top five countries they’d most like to visit. Take register. Feedback – ask a few pupils - Donde quieres ir de vacaciones? 


	Activity No. 2                                                                                                              Time:  1.15
Aim: to drill and practise saying who you’d like to go with on holiday
Language focus: Con quien quieres ir de vacaciones? Quiero ir con… mis amigos, mis padres, mi familia, etc.
Description of activity (including key TL phrases for teacher and pupil): 
- Drill and repeat vocab with students; focus on English meaning and solo/a; 
- Whole class – model question and answer with a couple of students
-Students practise asking and answering question in pairs.
- Write down question and their answer on worksheet.


	Activity No. 3                                                                                                              Time:  1.20
Aim:  to revise and practise holiday activities vocab
Language focus:  esquiar, tomar el sol, hacer surf, ir al restaurante, visitor monumentos, leer, nadar
Description of activity (including key TL phrases for teacher and pupil use): 
Use pictures to elicit (if possible)/practise holiday activities
Ask a few pupils what they like doing on holiday. 


	Activity No. 4                                                                                                                                        Time:  1.25
Aim: to understand the type of holiday different people go on and the activities they like doing
Language focus:  as for whole lesson
Description of activity (including key TL phrases for teacher and pupil use): 
- pupils listen to 4 people talking about the type of holidays they like (looking at pictures on the slide to help) and fill in table on worksheet. Read twice. 
Feedback – check table; focus on key vocab
- give out transcript sheet and ask them to find the Spanish for…


	Activity No. 5                                                                                                                                        Time:  1.40 (5 mins)
Aim: to use awareness of grammar from last activity and activity 1 to form sentences
Language focus: el verano pasado, el ano pasado, el ano que viene, cada ano, etc.
Description of activity (including key TL phrases for teacher and pupil use): pupils have one card each and have to make a sentence. 3 people per sentence; one person has a blank card and has to make up an extra bit on the end of one of the sentences to finish it off. 
Re-arrange tables for carousel while students are doing this activity. 

	 CAROUSEL ACTIVITIES – start 1.45

	PASS THE PARCEL Time:  15 mins (1 min change over)
Aim: to practise answering questions on holidays (place, activities, who you’d like to go with)
Language focus: questions – see slide 11 of powerpoint
Description of activity (including key TL phrases for teacher and pupil use): pass the parcel. 8 layers; 2 questions per student. Student reads out their question and then answers it in Spanish. 

	(independent) SENTENCE BUILDING Time:  15 mins (1 min change over)
Aim: to build confidence in writing sentences in Spanish 
Language focus: es, muy, caro, no, a la piscina, pero, voy, nadar, mucho, a menudo, porque, me gusta

Description of activity (including key TL phrases for teacher and pupil use): 
Students write as many sentences as they can using words on sheet. 
Write a long sentence using all 12 words. 

	READING COMPREHENSION Time:  15 mins (1 min change over)
Aim: to text on holidays for key points; to write your opinion on these holidays
Language focus: as for whole lesson 
Description of activity (including key TL phrases for teacher and pupil use): students answer questions and write their opinions in Spanish for final question

	ADVERBS OF FREQUENCY Time:  15 mins (1 min change over)
Work with student for first group; Francisco does the second group onwards from 2pm.
Aim: to practise use of adverbs of frequency
Language focus: siempre, a menudo, a veces, nunca; divertido, más, 
Description of activity (including key TL phrases for teacher and pupil use):

- practise siempre, a menudo, a veces, nunca with students. (Perhaps using actions? You could also write the 4 words in a grid on your whiteboard practise the pronunciation with students. They then have 30 seconds or so to look at your grid and memorise the vocab (no writing). Students then try to complete grid from memory on their whiteboards.)
- Read the Spanish sentences in order (in the notes at the bottom of the powerpoint slide). Students have to fill in the grid on their worksheet, as shown on powerpoint.
- Encourage the students to use the time indicators independently; asking them about the types of activities they always/often/sometimes/never like doing on holiday. You could practise esquiar, tomar el sol, nadar, ir a la discoteca, ir al restaurante, hacer surf, visitar monumentos, leer as we will have looked at these briefly in the lesson (in the infinitive form only, as in “me gusta esquiar”).
Ideally, leave 5 minutes to pack up at end.
